Rapide et Sexy Composer
Burns Rubber in Berkeley

“Vive La France,” cheers ecstatic leftist audience

The SOUNDS FRENCH concert at
Wheeler Auditorium on March 17 was a
rare—and superb—chance to see a master
composer, Luc Ferrari, create masterful music
in the moment. The composer stood behind
a console in the center of the hall, and pro-
ceeded to diffuse Far-West News #1, an
audio travelogue “From Santa Fe to
Monument Valley,” although mostly it
focussed on Death Valley, Baghdad(AZ),
and LA (the carrip took place in September
1998). The piece has the same focus on
everyday sounds, as on Ferrari’s bellwether
1970 Presque Rien, but wtih a clear three-
part sonata-like form, as it moves via sudden
car-door slams from New Mexico to Arizona
to Death Valley to the desert mallscapes of
Hollywood. | couldn’t help but think of the
French intellectualiste fascination with the
American West, mythic and vast and incor-
ruptible (think: Varese, Godard, Baudrillard).
Ferrari and his wife pester banal Americans
with a sardonic question, “What do you
think of impeachment?” Ferrari’s sexual-polit-
ical obsession gets taken to an American-
style brunch at the Baghdad Café (it sounds
irony-laden, but the episode actually had a
sweetness about it). Following that was a
“pure music” a lovely set of klangfarben vari-
ations from Death Valley: crunching foot
steps, crow caws, garbled, furtive voices,
samples of marimbas, beats, and synth
sounds. It all cascades to a crescendo, then
another cardoor slams. Ferrari says (in
French) that they’re now travelling from
Death Valley to Los Angeles and Hollywood
—adding, in English, “an awfully funny
place.” The montaging is fast and Nouvelle-
Vagueish here, bringing up memories of
previous elements and sounds—whispers,
marimbas, echoes and a funny litlle synth
melodic fragment. Then, quite suddenly, this
self-described “disturbed and sometimes
scattered” journey ends.

The second set
was a forty-five minute
long improvisation fea-
turing Ferrari himself
on CD-mixer, DJ Olive
on turntables, William
Winant on a large
array of percussion
(including ~ tympani,
vibes, gong rack, and drumkit); Sue Costabile
provided the live video images. Entitled
Archives Sauvées des Eaux, it is meant to be
an open investigation of every musical style
the composer has ever undertaken. To that
end, Ferrari scratched CDs of his archived
works from 1974, DJ Olive did more scratch-
ing of who knows what, Willie rubbed and
rolled. It started quietly, @ murmuring steady-
state until a violent irruption from Ferrari blew
craters in the soundfield. Things never quite
settled down after that. With everybody going
all at once, continuously, there wasn’t much in
the way of large structures, but Ferrari’s
mastery of momentform improvisation—and
beautifully detailed sounds—kept the music
shimmeringly alive. There were scant digital-
mod clichés throughout, a welcome absence.
Costabile’s video work brought up images of
screens, Chadors, maps of lost deserts, sand,
dry grass, burn marks, tank treads. Dark, and
starkly beautiful. All in all, une formidable jam
session electroacoustique! Vive la France!
